You made a reference to cutting
plastic sheet material on a table saw.
If you use the correct blade, it works
very well. Regular wood cutting blades
chip the plastic and make a poor cut.
| was able to obtain a 10" circular saw
blade made just for cutting plastic.
The saw is made by Freud, model
LU94, and can be obtained at
McFeely's (www.McFeelys.com).
The current price is around $70.00. |
use the same blade to cut printed
circuit board stock.

As always, when using a tablesaw,
use the appropriate push sticks and
other safety guards that came with the
tablesaw. The blade does collect bits of
melted plastic around the teeth, so you
need to clean it on a regular basis.
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
