D.DOUBLE INSULATION CONSTRUCTION

This unit is Double Insulated to help protect
against electric shock. Double insulation con-
struction consists of two separate “layers” of electri-
cal insulation instead of grounding.

Tools and appliances built with a double insulation
system are not intended to be grounded. No ground-
ing means is provided on this unit, nor should a
means of grounding be added to the unit. As a result,
the extension cord used with your unit can be plugged
into any standard 120 volt electrical outlet.

Safety precautions must be observed when op-
erating any electrical tool. The double insulation
system only provides added protection against injury
resulting from an internal electrical insulation fail-
ure.

A WARNING

All electrical repairs to this unit, including
housing, switch, motor, etc., must be diagnosed
and repaired by qualified service personnel. Re-
placement parts for a double insulated
appliance must be identical to the parts they re-
place.

2. Tap the trimmer head lightly on the ground
one time. Approximately 1 1/2 to 3 inches of
line will be advanced after each tap. Fig-
ure 10 .

C. CUTTING METHODS

A WARNING
Do not crowd line when cutting around hard ob-
jects (rocks, gravel, fence posts, etc), which can
damage the trimmer head, become entangled in
the line, or be thrown causing a serious hazard.

® The tip of the line does the cutting. You will
achieve best performance and minimum line wear
by not crowding the line into the cutting area. The
right and wrong ways are shown in Figure 12 .

® The line will easily remove grass and weeds
from around walls, fences, trees, and flower
beds, but it also can cut the tender bark of
trees or shrubs and scar fences.

¢ Allow the unit to reach full speed before en-
tering the material to be cut.

® To adjust length of unit, loosen knob on trigger
handle and slide trigger handle up or down the
tube. Figure 11 . Firmly hand tighten the knob.

A WARNING
Always wear eye protection. Never lean over the
trimmer head. Rocks or debris can ricochet or
be thrown into eyes and face and cause blind-
ness or other serious injury.

1. TRIMMING - Figure 13 . Hold bottom of trim-
mer head about 3 inches above ground and at an
angle. Allow only the tip of line to make contact.
Do not force trimmer line into the work area.

2. SCALPING - Figure 13. The scalping tech-
nique removes unwanted vegetation. Hold the
bottom of the trimmer head about 3 inches above
the ground and at an angle. Allow the tip of the
line to strike ground around trees, posts, monu-
ments, etc. This technique increases line wear.

3. MOWING - Figure 14 . Your trimmer isideal for
mowing in places conventional lawn mowers can-
not reach. In the mowing position, keep line par-
allel to ground. Avoid pressing the head into
ground as this can scalp ground and damage unit.

4. SWEEPING - Figure 14 . The fanning action of
the rotating line can be used for a quick and easy
clean up. Keep line parallel to and above surfaces
being swept and move the unit from side to side.

5. EDGING - Figure 15. To adjust your unit for
edging, loosen the knob on the trigger handle, pull
the handle to full length, turn the trigger handle
counterclockwise 180°, and retighten the knob.

Then, loosen the wing nut on the assist handle, -

turn the assist handle 180°, and retighten the
wing nut. Hold the trigger handle in the normal
operating position (Figure 9). The motor hous-
ing will be positioned as shown in Figure 15 . For
best results, hold the trimmer to one side and walk
parallel to the area to be edged.
